The Middle America and Caribbean region is the United

States’ closest neighbor. Dig out your map to find the
countries that make up the region — Mexico and Panama
and other countries in Middle America.The non-U.S.
islands of the Caribbean Sea and three countries of South
America — Guyana, French Guiana and Suriname — are
also part of the region.

Many countries in this region
have Baptist organizations of
their own. Missionaries work to
help Christians in these coun-
tries tell their family, friends and
neighbors about Jesus.

There are also lots of people
groups who have not yet heard
about Jesus. Missionaries help
start churches among these
people. First a missionary — or
sometimes even a volunteer - tells
someone or some group about Jesus. As local people
come to know more about Jesus and accept Him as their
Savior, they share with the people around them. Before
long, a church is born.

Culture Corner

Missionary children grow up in
very special circumstances. They
have homes in two places — one
in the United States and one in the
country where their parents serve
as missionaries. Missionary kids who
have homes in two places are sometimes
called Third Culture Kids. They take parts
of two cultures and make them into their
own special third culture.

Can you imagine having friends in two
countries? How would you feel to have
to leave one set of friends so you can see

the other? What would it be
like to know two or more
languages? What would
it be like to live in a place
where very few people are
Christians?

Take a minute to pray
for children of missionar-
ies around the world.
