Culture Corner
Try this game that’s popular among children in the former 

Soviet Union. Gather a group of friends. Choose one friend to 

be “it.” Have the other players join hands around him or her. 

Then move around the circle while singing:

On Natasha’s Birthday we have a round cake

So high (raise your joined hands over your heads)

So low (bend low while holding hands)

So wide (stretch the circle as far as possible)

So narrow (squeeze the circle as tight as possible around “it”)

Then have the circle step back. As the circle widens “it” 

tries to escape. If “it” is successful, he or she may choose a 

new “it.” If not, “it” stays for another time in the middle.
