Adeney, Miriam. Kingdom Without Borders: The Untold Story of Global Christianity. Downers Grove, IL: InterVarsity Press, 2009. Miriam Adeney reports on the current situation of the church worldwide and its progress in obeying the Great Commission. She reports the facts, reviews current trends and shares captivating stories of individual believers around the world. 
Piper, John. Let the Nations Be Glad!: The Supremacy of God in Missions, Third Edition. Grand Rapids, MI: Baker Books, 2010. In the newest edition of this popular missions classic, John Piper continues to call God’s people to be part of all that He is doing to fulfill the Great Commission by taking the Gospel message to every people group so that he, the one true God, will receive the worship and praise due Him.


Rankin, Jerry. Empowering Kingdom Growth: To the Ends of the Earth. Richmond, VA: International Mission Board, 2005. Jerry Rankin presents the biblical foundation, vision and strategies of the IMB and challenges Southern Baptist churches to become strategic partners with the IMB. He also suggests practical ways in which they can join God in His global mission.

Stetzer, Ed and Philip Nation. Compelled by Love: The Most Excellent Way to Missional Living. Birmingham, AL: New Hope Publishers, 2008. Ed Stetzer and Philip Nation give readers a basic theological grounding and a platform for personal application. This book will help you integrate love into all aspects of your missional calling.
Winter, Ralph D. and Steven C. Hawthorne, Editors. Perspectives on the World Christian Movement: A Reader, Fourth Edition. Pasadena, CA: William Carey Library, 2009. This compendium of short articles by more than 150 mission scholars and practitioners helps readers understand the biblical basis of missions, its past history, its present practice and its future potential.

Crawford, Dan R., Compiler. Giving Ourselves to Prayer: An Acts 6:4 Primer for Ministry. Terre Haute, IN: PrayerShop Publishing, 2008. This collection of short articles guides and encourages us to be more effective and more faithful intercessors. The last section of the book deals particularly with the global impact of prayer.

Elmer, Duane. Cross-Cultural Servanthood: Serving the World in Christlike Humility. Downers Grove, IL: InterVarsity Press, 2006. With clear, concise language and stories that often reveal our ignorance and ethnocentricity, Duane Elmer points us to more effective ways to build redemptive relationships through which God can reveal Himself and His truth to others.

Platt, David. Radical: Taking Back Your Faith from the American Dream. Colorado Springs, CO: Multnomah Books, 2010. David Platt challenges American believers to totally surrender their lives to Christ, choosing to live according to His teachings and His example. It will call you to self-examination and to radically refocus your life on eternity and God’s glory. 

Rankin, Jerry. Spiritual Warfare: The Battle for God’s Glory. Nashville, TN: B&H Publishing Group, 2009. This important book will help you prepare for and win the spiritual battles that come to every child of God each day, especially those who have joined God in His work of reaching the lost. Jerry Rankin focuses on God and the teachings of His Word. 

Rankin, Jerry and Ed Stetzer. Spiritual Warfare and Missions: The Battle for God’s Glory Among the Nations. Nashville, TN: B&H, 2010. Following a thorough scriptural profile on the mission of God and the nature of Satan, Jerry Rankin and Ed Stetzer expose the strategies Satan is using to defer the fulfillment of the Great Commission. 

Sprinkle, Randy. Follow Me: Lessons for Becoming a Prayerwalker. Birmingham, AL: New Hope Publishers, 2001. Randy Sprinkle not only trains his readers to effectively prayerwalk their neighborhoods and their world, but he also challenges them to a more intimate daily walk with the Lord through the study and application of biblical principles of prayer.

Yount, William R. and Mike Barnett. Called to Reach: Equipping Cross-Cultural Disciplers. Nashville, TN: B&H Academic. William Yount and Mike Barnett define seven characteristics that enhance the effectiveness of cross-cultural disciplers in overcoming cultural barriers and continuing to mature in their faith and witness. Jesus is presented throughout as the model cross-cultural discipler. 
Anthropology, Culture and Worldviews

Elmer, Duane. Cross-Cultural Conflict: Building Relationships for Effective Ministry. Downers Grove, IL: InterVarsity Press, 1993. Duane Elmer compares the worldviews of Hispanic, African and Asian cultures with that of Western culture and guides readers through various kinds of conflict that impact cross-cultural relationship, suggesting ways in which they can be handled more effectively.

Elmer, Duane. Cross-Cultural Connections: Stepping Out and Fitting In Around the World. Downers Grove, IL: InterVarsity Press, 2002. Duane Elmer provides a compass for navigating different cultures. He helps the reader avoid common collisions and guides them toward relationships built on understanding and trust — essential components for effective cross-cultural witness.
Lanier, Sarah A. Foreign to Familiar: A Guide to Understanding Hot- and Cold-Climate Cultures. Hagerstown, MD: McDougal Publishing, 2000. A small, easy-to-read book full of perceptive insights into some of the key differences between American/Western cultures and the cultures of most Asian, African and South American people groups. 

Livermore, David A. Serving with Eyes Wide Open: Doing Short-Term Missions with Cultural Intelligence. Grand Rapids: Baker Books, 2006. David Livermore exposes some of the attitudes, actions and words that often limit the effectiveness of short-term missionaries and offers practical suggestions to help missionaries increase their “cultural intelligence” and become more effective witnesses.

Mallouhi, Christine A. Miniskirts, Mothers & Muslims: A Christian Woman in a Muslim Land. Grand Rapids, MI: Monarch Books, 2004. Christine Mallouhi, an Australian, is married to an Arab Christian. She and her husband have lived in many different Muslim cultures. In this book she reveals many of the conventions that govern Muslim society — and identifies many of the mistakes Westerns inadvertently make when interacting with Muslims.

Bible Storying

Sanchez, Daniel R., J. O. Terry, and LaNette W. Thompson. Bible Storying for Church Planting. Ft. Worth, TX: Church Starting Network. 2008. The writers of this book help the readers understand and implement church planting practices that enable oral learners not only to hear and respond to the Gospel, but to be gathered into multiplying New Testament churches.

Terry, J. O. Basic Bible Storying: Preparing and Presenting Bible Stories for Evangelism, Discipleship, Training, and Ministry. Fort Worth, TX: Church Starting Network, 2006. From his personal extensive use of Bible storying, J. O. Terry enables the reader to understand the key importance of Bible storying and provides practical training in developing and using Bible storying in a variety of contexts.
Reaching Muslims

Greear, J. D. Breaking the Islam Code: Understanding the Soul Questions of Every Muslim. Eugene, OR: Harvest House Publishers, 2010. J. D. Greear is lead pastor of a large and growing Southern Baptist Church. He lived and worked for two years among Muslims in Southeast Asia. In this book he combines his personal experience with his expertise in Christian and Islamic theology to provide practical insights that help you to build relationships and share your faith with Muslims in your community.

Loewen, Joy. Woman to Woman: Sharing Jesus with a Muslim Friend. Grand Rapids, MI: Chosen Books, 2010. Joy Loewen not only inspires you to love and reach out to Muslim women, but she also shares cultural insights into their way of life and practical examples of effective ways to share God’s love and the truths of the Gospel with them. 

Love, Fran and Jeleta Eckheart, Editors. Longing to Call them Sisters: Ministry to Muslim Women. Pasadena, CA: William Carey Library, 2000. Women who minister among Muslim women share their experiences, concerns and challenges. 
Strong, Cynthia A. and Meg Page, Editors. A Worldview Approach to Ministry Among Muslim Women. Pasadena, CA: William Carey Library, 2006. A ground-breaking exploration into the ways culture and worldview affect ministry among Muslim women. It will help you choose the most effective ways to share the Gospel with Muslim women.

Reaching Buddhists

Thirumalai, Madasamy. Sharing Your Faith With a Buddhist. Minneapolis, MN: Bethany House, 2003. Madasamy Thirumalai explains the historical background of Buddhism, the beliefs and practices of the different forms of this religion, along with the key differences between Christianity and the various types of Buddhism. From this understanding, he shares practical insights that will help you more effectively communicate the Good News to the Buddhists in your community.

Reaching Hindus

David, George. Communicating Christ among Indian Peoples. Chennai, India: CBTMT Publications, 1998. In this collection of lectures George David gives solid, biblical teaching about Hindu beliefs and suggests ways to effectively communicate the Gospel to Hindus. Moreover, he challenges believers to live a truly Christ-like life, as this is the foundation that will enable their Hindu acquaintances to see the beauty of the Gospel and to hear the truth of God’s Word when believers share their verbal witness.
Thirumalai, Madasamy. Sharing Your Faith With a Hindu. Minneapolis, MN: Bethany House: 2002. Madasamy Thirumalai was raised a Hindu and became a believer in Jesus more than 20 years ago. In this book he explains historical and contemporary Hindu customs, ritual practices and intellectual obstacles that keep Hindus from hearing and believing the Gospel. He also offers practical insights and tools that can break down these barriers and enable faith.

Wardell, Margaret and Ram Gidoomal. Chapatis For Tea: Reaching Your Hindu Neighbour: A Practical Guide. Guildford, Surrey: Highland Books, 1994. Margaret Wardell and Ram Gidoomal share information about Hinduism’s beliefs and practices. They also provide practical, step-by-step guidance in beginning a “real conversation” with a Hindu neighbor that can open the door for effectively sharing the Gospel.

Reaching Animists

Hiebert, Paul G., R. Daniel Shaw, and Tite Tiénou. Understanding Folk Religion: A Christian Response to Popular Beliefs and Practices. Grand Rapids, MI: Baker Books, 1999. The authors help us understand folk religious practices and their purpose and meaning for those who follow them. They suggest theological principles that should shape our witness to folk religion practitioners. 

Van Rheenem, Gailyn. Communicating Christ in Animistic Contexts. Pasadena, CA: William Carey Library, 1991. According to Gailyn Van Rheenen, “Animism is prevalent on every continent and is a part of every culture.” In this book she presents a rigorous biblical, theological and anthropological foundation for ministering in animistic contexts overseas or next door.
Cross-cultural Church Planting

Hesselgrave, David J. Planting Churches Cross-Culturally: North America and Beyond, Second Edition. Grand Rapids, MI: Baker Books, 2000. In this updated classic, David Hesselgrave guides the reader through the 10 phases of cross-cultural church planting that the Apostle Paul modeled for us in the New Testament. 
Müller, Roland. The Messenger, The Message, The Community: Three Critical Issues for the Cross-Cultural Church Planter (2nd Edition). Altona, Manitoba: Friesens Book Division, 2010. Roland Müller has both widened and deepened his very effective treatment of the basic fundamental issues faced by cross-cultural church planters in this book which incorporates and extends the teachings found in his original three volumes: Tools for Muslim Evangelism, Honor and Shame: Unlocking the Door and Creating Christian Community. 

Simson, Wolfgang. Houses that Change the World: The Return of the House Churches. Waynesboro, GA: OM Publishing, 1998. Simpson presents the case for a house-church model — biblically, historically and practically, and challenges this generation to relevant, meaningful church growth through multiplying house churches. 

Stories of Kingdom Women

Butler, Cathy. The Story of Lottie Moon. Birmingham, AL: Women’s Missionary Union, 2004. Lottie Moon was one of the early Southern Baptist missionary women serving in China between 1873 and 1912. Cathy Butler introduces this effective and very influential lady to the women of our generation and plants in our hearts her passion for the salvation of the Chinese people. 

Elliot, Elisabeth. A Chance to Die: The Life and Legacy of Amy Carmichael. Grand Rapids, MI: Fleming H. Revell, 1987. Amy Carmichael spent 50 years as God’s missionary in India. Her life of obedience, courage and faithfulness in the midst of trials stands as a model for all Christians. 

Joiner, Barbara. The Story of Martha Myers. Birmingham, AL: WMU, 2005. Physician Martha Myers was martyred December 30, 2002, in her office at the Jibla Baptist Hospital in Yemen, along with two of her co-workers. She was murdered by Abed Abdel Razzak Kamel after his wife told him that no Muslim doctor had ever treated her with such love and compassion as Dr. Martha had. He was determined to keep Myers from spreading Christianity in Yemen.
Piper, Noël. Faithful Women & Their Extraordinary God. Wheaton, IL: Crossway Books, 2005. Noel Piper shares the stories of five ordinary women — Sarah Edwards, Lilias Trotter, Gladys Aylward, Esther Ahn Kim and Helen Roseveare — who trusted in their extraordinary God as He led them to do great things for His kingdom.
Rockness, Miriam Huffman. A Passion for the Impossible: The Life of Lilias Trotter. Grand Rapids, MI: Discovery House Publishers, 2003. Lilias Trotter followed God’s call to Algeria, where she invested her life for 40 years sharing God’s love and truth with the Muslims of that land. You will be challenged by her life of humility, compassion, creativity and perseverance.

Singerman, Barbara J. Beyond Surrender: One Family’s Quest to Bring Light to a Dark and Desperate World. Garland, TX: Hannibal Books, 2003. Barbara Singerman powerfully shares the challenges, joys and sorrows of her family’s life in Benin, West Africa. She details the lessons God taught them as He used them to demonstrate His power and to call the Ayizo people out of the darkness of voodoo into the light of His love.

Strom, Kay Marshall and Michele Rickett. Daughters of Hope: Stories of Witness & Courage in the Face of Persecution. Downers Grove, IL: InterVarsity Press, 2003. Kay Strom and Michele Rickett share the moving stories of persecuted Christian women from around the world. They also provide specific prayer points and practical action steps to equip believers to respond to the issues that allow persecution.
