Half of

those funds go to the International Mission Board (IMB), and half go to

other SBC entities.The IMB receives 35 percent of its total income from CP.

That money, along with Lottie Moon Christmas Offering dollars, supports

missionaries sharing the love of Jesus Christ around the world.
