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How to Use the Facilitator’s Guide

Is your small group or church ready to be led into another realm of intercessory prayer? Then take 
the challenge to discover what God is doing today across the world through small groups that discuss 
what has been read in the Voices of the Faithful, Book 2 devotional book and pray together for specific 
world missions requests.

The Facilitator’s Guide can help you lead a monthly one-hour discussion after group members 
have read that month’s devotions. Sunday School classes, women’s or men’s groups, church prayer 
groups, youth groups, mission groups, church book clubs or other small groups can participate. For one 
year, each group commits to meet together to dig deeper into the themes of devotions, pray for specific 
world missions requests, and share personal application to lessons learned. Once a group is organized, 
the first of six bookmarks (to be photocopied from the back of this guide or PDFs of the bookmark can be 
downloaded at voicesofthefaithful.com/order.htm) is given to each group member, presenting specific 
topics to ponder while reading the devotions each month. Each bookmark contains the topics for two 
months, so every other month, the facilitator gives out a new bookmark.

Each of the three parts of a lesson is designed to be 15 to 20 minutes in length. A group can comfort-
ably finish a lesson during one hour. Part One is general discussion of a theme; for instance, the month of 
January looks at prayer. There are two questions posed for general discussion. In Part Two, specific prayer 
requests for world missions direct a group to pray corporately. It’s not prayer such as “God bless the 
missionary,” but it includes particular people groups around the world and requests for detailed praying 
for missionaries. Part Three brings the lesson together with a chance to discuss personal application of the 
truths learned throughout the month while reading the devotions.

This guide also includes information on more ways to intercede for missionaries and people groups 
and how your church can be more involved in world missions.

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Prayer, the Priority
Discussion for January, Voices of the Faithful, Book 2

January—the month signifying the beginning of a journey of prayer for God’s work in the world. You 
have the opportunity to be an intercessor for people groups you’ve never heard of, for places you’ve per-
haps never been, and for servants of His kingdom who need your prayers. Prayer makes a difference. God 
is raising up prayer warriors, like you, to join others on their knees in the Great Commission task. Who 
knows what your prayers will accomplish! Even if you aren’t sure how to pray for missionaries and their 
work, God hears you, and His Spirit helps you.

v	 What is something new or profound that you learned about prayer this month?

Part Two: Prayer for Specific World Missions Requests (see index for more suggestions)

v	 Pray for specific missionaries or missions volunteers who are struggling with communicating in a
	 foreign language.

v	 Pray that many students will come to know Christ at the youth center in “Zup.”

v	 Pray that “David” and his family (January 17) and “Gina” (January 19) and her family will grow in 
	 their relationship with Christ and will be strong witnesses for Him.

v	 Pray that many will hear and respond to the Gospel among the Bambara people in Mali.

v	 Pray that Bibles and Christian media will successfully arrive across borders this month into countries 
	 closed to the Gospel.

v 	 Do you feel that sometimes your prayers are out of habit rather than out of praise? If so, how might 
	 you change?

v 	 What do you think the writer meant by “active prayer” in the January 6 devotion? How did this type 
	 of praying offered by a friend make a difference in your life in a particular situation?

v 	 Have you ever wondered if your prayers make a difference? Share reasons why it is important to pray.

v	 Give a specific example of how God did something for you through prayer, greater than you ever 
	 asked or imagined.

v	 What do you hope will happen to your prayer life as you read and pray through Voices of the Faithful,
	 Book 2?
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God, Our Loving Father
Discussion for February, Voices of the Faithful, Book 2

Although you may listen to Satan’s lies at times and believe that God doesn’t love you, be assured that 
God does love you. No matter what you’ve done or who you are, God loves you. He is a loving Father 
who delights in His children. Missionaries aren’t superhuman, and sometimes they focus on distractions 
and difficulties rather than on a God who cares for them. So let’s examine Father God during this discus-
sion and be reminded of His great love.

	 disasters have occurred.

v	 Pray for Ladya to understand God’s love for him (February 22).

v	 Pray that the new faith of Sanjay and his relatives will continue to grow and that they will be bold
	 witnesses (February 23).

Part Three: Personal Application

v	 How did you specifically show God’s love this month by carrying the burden of another?

v	 Give an example of how God has recently given you strength in a situation when you were weak in 
	 faith or ability.

v	 What are specific ways that you can apply what you’ve learned from 1 John 4:12-13 (February 14)?

v	 What devotion this month particularly ministered to you and why?

v	 Share an example of when God provided for you at a time of great need.

v	 How can you be involved in showing internationals that God loves them?
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Divine Appointments
Discussion for March, Voices of the Faithful, Book 2

Whatever you want to call them, divine “coincidences” happen. Human plans get changed, and God’s 
plans seem to sneak up on us when we’re least aware. But if you are looking for opportunities to be used by 
God, He will not disappoint you. The more you become available to show compassion and love to others,
the more others will have a chance to find Jesus. The stories read this month are similar to our own en-
counters with God and His purposes. All His children can participate in what He’s doing on a daily basis.

v	 Pray for volunteer mission teams to recognize unplanned opportunities to spread the Gospel while 
	 overseas.

v	 How can you be less fearful when you recognize an opportunity to minister to another?

v	 How can you prepare beforehand for when divine appointments do come?

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Jesus, the Sacrificial Lamb
Discussion for April, Voices of the Faithful, Book 2

God loves the world so much that He sent His Son, Jesus, to die for all of us. Jesus sacrificed His very life, 
but He was raised from the dead. As Christians, we no longer live in captivity to sin. Instead, Jesus has 
set us free from any bondage we were under. As we follow Jesus and grasp the reality of what He did, we 
cannot help but want others to experience what we’ve experienced firsthand—new life.

Part One: General Discussion

v	 When considering God’s grace, how is Christianity different from other world religions?

v	 What interesting characteristics about Jesus were you reminded of or did you learn this month?

Part Two: Prayer for Specific World Missions Requests

v	 Pray for the people in China who have never heard the Gospel of Christ.

v	 Pray for the Nkoya of Zambia to find salvation in Jesus Christ.

v	 Pray for Christian workers in Central Asia to have many opportunities to share the Gospel.

v	 Pray that the Songhai people along the Niger River will experience Living Water.

v	 Pray for believers like “Mohammed” (April 23) and “Farheen” (April 26) who are persecuted for their
	 Christian faith.

Part Three: Personal Application

v	 What does it mean to you to live a resurrected life?

v	 On April 21, the missionary author told the story of a pastor and church members taken in for ques-
	 tioning. Can you identify with 2 Timothy 3:12 that states, “All who desire to live a godly life in Christ 
	 Jesus will be persecuted”?

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“Follow Me”
Discussion for May, Voices of the Faithful, Book 2

God calls each of us to follow Him. We obey Him and, with His help, we live our lives following His ex-
ample. God also calls us to lead others to believe in the Son of God and devote their lives to Him. Some-
times that means going on a mission trip or being a career missionary. Whatever He is calling us to do, He 
will enable us to do it.

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The Power of the Story
Discussion for June, Voices of the Faithful, Book 2

Everyone loves a story, and Jesus was well aware of that preference. So He revealed the kingdom of God 
and the character of God through captivating true accounts so that people would fall in love with their 
Creator. You have a story to tell, too. Not only can you tell the stories of the Bible, but you can tell your 
redemption story. There’s a whole world out there waiting to hear it.

Part One: General Discussion

v 	 Explain a new appreciation of God’s Word that you may have gained through reading some of the 
	 stories this past month.

v 	 Give examples of how God’s Word has changed you and/or a person you know.

v 	 Pray for Bible storying teams as they share the stories of God’s Word this summer across the world.

v 	 Pray for nationals and missionaries who translate chronological Bible stories into many languages.

v 	 Pray that God’s Word will get into the hands of people in limited-access countries.

v 	 Pray for missionaries as they communicate biblical stories with accuracy and cultural sensitivity.

v 	 Pray that Muslims will discover that the Bible is the true version of God’s holy words.

v 	 Explain a time this month when Scripture spoke to you and gave you peace about a situation.

v 	 Share an opportunity you had to tell a story from the Bible or share a verse in God’s Word with 
	 someone this month.

How do you think or 
	 hope you might react?

v 	 What might be options for you to learn biblical stories from creation to the resurrection of Christ so 
	 that you would be better prepared to share with others?
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Lost and Found
Discussion for July, Voices of the Faithful, Book 2

People around the whole world are lost, and they don’t even know it. They have not experienced God’s 
grace because they haven’t heard the Gospel. They won’t know until they see the Father in us. God is in 
the transformation business. And you have the privilege to join God as He transforms lives and to pray 
for those who don’t have a clue about God’s redeeming love.

Part One: General Discussion

v 	 Give examples and biblical references of how praise can push back spiritual darkness.

v 	 Discuss a few of the stories you read this month of people who were completely transformed.

Part Two: Prayer for Specific World Missions Requests

v 	 The urgency of the Gospel was evident in the June 3 devotion. Pray for areas in the world where it is 
	 absolutely vital that God’s messengers have access immediately.

v 	 Pray for Jaya (July 9) and other Jain followers to listen to the truth of the Gospel.

v 	 Pray that those in false religions such as Islam, Hinduism, Buddhism, atheism, animism, and others 
	 will be exposed to the Gospel.

v 	 Pray for Mr. Ganda (July 13), the witch doctors (July 17), and Kumba (July 31) to find salvation in 
	 Christ.

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Making Him Known
Discussion for August, Voices of the Faithful, Book 2

God’s Great Commission is for every one of us. You have the opportunity to share your faith with neigh-
bors, internationals, family, co-workers, and anyone else you meet. But we have to take a risk to meet 
people. Maybe God is calling you to go on a state, national, or international mission trip. Maybe He wants 
you to be a host family for international students. Know this—God is calling you to share your faith.

There is a whole generation of young people getting 
involved in international missions and ministry at home. We have a lot to learn from them! Hopefully, 
after reading this month’s stories, you have a renewed ability to approach Jesus with the humility and 
faith of a child.

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From Adversity to Triumph
Discussion for October, Voices of the Faithful, Book 2

There are 
days when discouragement will threaten to overtake you, but look to God first and rest in His promises.

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Hope for the World
Discussion for December, Voices of the Faithful, Book 2

The stories in December are a beautiful reminder of where our focus should be. As we celebrate the birth of 
our Lord and Savior and what God did for us when He gave us the greatest gift, let’s not get wrapped up 
in the shopping lists and holiday events. Instead, focus on Jesus and how we can share Him with others.

v 	 Pray for missionaries to have opportunities to share about Christmas with atheists and secularists.

v 	 Pray for missionaries to have opportunities to share about Christmas with those who have put their 
	 trust in religion, sects, and cults instead of Christ alone.

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How to Pray for International Missions and People Groups

Throughout this book you’ve come heart to heart with international missionaries—and probably real-
ized they’re not much different from you. They need your prayers. By daily voicing prayers for specific 
missionaries, you’ll become a key instrument in God’s design for strengthening His workers throughout 
the world. If you don’t know any missionaries by name, start by choosing missionaries who have written 
these devotionals. Though you don’t know the missionaries’ full names, God does. 

These ideas will get you started in praying for missionaries as the Holy Spirit guides you:

1. 	 Pray that missionaries will love God with all their hearts, souls, and minds and will love all others as 
themselves.

2. 	 Pray for protection from the evil one and for good health.
3. 	 Pray for wisdom and attentive spirits to God’s direction and leadership.
4. 	 Pray that missionaries will deny themselves and follow Jesus anywhere.
5. 	 Pray for moral purity in thought, sight, word, and action.
6. 	 Pray that missionaries will have courage, boldness, and strength in the Lord. Pray they will have 

favor with local governments.
7. 	 Pray that family relationships will be filled with love, respect, and honor. Pray that single missionaries 

will find strong relationships to strengthen their walk with the Lord.
8. 	 Pray that the Gospel will spread rapidly throughout the people group the missionaries are working to 

reach.
9. 	 Pray that relationships with missionary colleagues and local believers will reflect Christ.
10. 	Pray for daily needs to be met: safe drinking water, nutritious food, housing, and transportation.
11. 	Pray for the building of strong prayer networks among local and stateside partners. Pray for good 

connections to stateside churches.

Pray the following for the people groups of the world:

1. 	 Pray that the light of Christ will replace the darkness in the lives of the lost.
2. 	 Pray for the breaking down of religious barriers, for freedom from spiritual bondage, and for people 

to experience dreams and visions pointing them to the truth of Jesus Christ.
3. 	 Pray that the Gospel will penetrate the hearts of the people via every means possible, such as radio, 

television, tapes, videos, e-mail, the Internet, drama, and medical clinics.
4. 	 Pray for the translation of Scripture—both written and oral stories—for each people group, asking for 

protection and accuracy for translation teams. Intercede for the careful and strategic distribution of 
Christian literature so that people will be drawn to the Word.

5. 	 Pray for the development of training materials as well as praying that biblical, theological, and leader-
ship training be accessible for emerging church leaders.

6. 	 Pray that as people come to Christ, they will catch the vision of the Great Commission and boldly 
share their faith, leading to a church-planting movement among the people.

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Your Church’s Role in Missions

Has God touched you through these stories? Wondering what to do next? God has made your church 
unique, with its own combination of people, talents, and resources to be used to help fulfill the Great 
Commission. Use the suggestions below to start exploring God’s missions plans for your church.

Start in God’s Word. Lead your church through Scripture so the entire congregation will share God’s 
heart for all nations to worship Him (Revelation 7:9).

Develop a strategy. A comprehensive strategy follows Acts 1:8, encompassing local, state, national, and 
international missions. That strategy should include knowing, praying, giving, and going. Organize a 
missions team of leaders who have a burden for missions.

Love. Expose your church to needs across the globe. Jesus felt compassion for the multitudes. Compas-
sion compels Christians to get involved. Communicate with missionaries and allow their passion for the 
lost to overflow into your church.

Know. Educate church members about how they can be involved. Invite missionaries to speak or confer-
ence them into a worship service. Establish a missions center with literature, videos, and other tools to 
use in multiple settings. Resources may be ordered at imbresources.org. (Free resources are available to 
Southern Baptists.)

Pray. Design a prayer strategy. Ask missionaries who have visited your church to send you regular 
prayer requests. Find other missions prayer resources at pray.imb.org.

Give. Keep the missions challenge before your congregation and provide opportunities to give. Let your 
church know how their giving makes a difference. For more information, go to give.imb.org.

Go. Serve alongside missionaries on a short-term project. Then report and celebrate God’s work when 
you return.
